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METHODOLOGICAL NOTES

Sampling

The Democracy Checkup 2019 was an online survey of Canadians conducted in four
independent waves in May, June, July and August 2019. 1,328 surveys were gathered
in May; 1,245 in June; 1,250 in July and 1,244 in August. The total size of the dataset is
5,067.

We procured online sample of the Canadian general population through Dynata, with
independent quotas for age category, gender, and province, based on the 2016
Canadian Census." The quota for Quebec was divided into English-language and
French language components.? The maximum value (cap) for each quota category was
increased 5% above the proportion within the population, to prevent situations where a
few respondents with extremely specific demographic combinations would be required.
Respondents who were of an “Other” gender were not excluded from the survey, but a
cap was set at 5% of the total. The quotas are listed on page 4. Respondents needed to
be 18 years of age or older, and Canadian citizens or permanent residents to
participate.

Data collection for the Democracy Checkup 2019 occurred from May 21 to 23; June 18-
21; July 19-26; and August 20-24, 2019. The survey instrument was presented on the
Qualtrics online platform.

Weights

The data have been weighted using an iterative "raking" process, as provided by the
ipfraking command in STATA15. Marginal values were successively weighted according
to province (with Quebec divided by language), as well as gender and age group, with
the same targets that were used for the quotas. A maximum of 200 iterations were
completed. This weight is contained in the variable “quota_weight”.

Canadians under the age of 18 were removed before calculating proportions, to match
our sampling frame.

Data Quality

Respondents who were speeders (completed the survey in under 6 minutes, 1/3 of the
median time), straight-liners (who either selected the exact same response for all of one
block of 11 questions, or 2 or more out of 3 other question sets), those whose reported
postal code did not match their reported province, and "subsequent duplicates" (the
second and later responses of a few people who took the survey multiple times) were
removed from the survey data.

Required Responses

One of the design requirements for the Democracy Checkup 2019 survey was that
respondents had to be able to refuse to answer any question (except for those used for
survey quotas, such as province of residence, or to identify federal electoral district). In
order to comply with that requirement while still retaining high data quality, the
questionnaires made extensive use of "Don't know/ Prefer not to answer" options,
where possible, and required respondents to respond in some way (even if only to
select "Don't know/ Prefer not to answer"), except where otherwise noted (this was
primarily for non-categorical questions that utilized sliders). For example, some
questions had the text "If you do not know, or prefer not to answer, please click —" at
the end of them. For those questions, if the respondent did not respond to that question
or a component of that question (for example, did not click on or move a slider), then
their response to that question, or that component of the question, was recorded as
missing.
